	· Encourage development of sufficient capacities, to the extent resources and priorities allow, in review processes to enable food and feed safety reviews to be completed in a timely manner.
· Review procedures to identify redundant or unnecessary requirements for possible change or elimination.  
· Eliminate re-registration requirements and/or time-bound approvals for food and feed derived from recombinant DNA plants.
· Explore approaches to minimize redundancy in food and feed safety review requirements for stacked products.
· Encourage adoption of a standardized dossier format for food and feed derived from recombinant DNA plants, where possible.
· Strive towards procedural efficiencies in regulatory systems, for example by allowing year-round submissions, parallel reviews, simplification of regulatory dossier reviews and authorization procedures (where such steps can be taken without compromising the rigor of the analyses), and avoidance of duplication in review processes, including overlap among agencies.

	Inter-Governmental
	· Exchange information on regulatory review processes on food and feed derived from recombinant DNA plants among regulators to identify efficient and effective mechanisms to facilitate decision making.
· Consider recognition of data sets generated in another country during the review processes.
· Consider permitting imports if the recombinant DNA plant is authorized by a competent authority of a country or countries that uses science-based food safety assessments that are consistent with international norms and a country’s legal requirements.
· Encourage and support joint dossier reviews and approvals for food and feed derived from recombinant DNA plants, where such endeavors are feasible, increase efficiency and would reduce asynchrony.  Develop pilot programs to explore regional approaches to the scientific review of dossiers.
· Coordinate outreach to other countries emphasizing the importance of issuing timely regulatory decisions on food and feed derived from recombinant DNA plants. 

	Governments + Multilateral
	· Increase communications regarding new authorizations so as to improve information exchange.
· Explore circumstances in which countries that do not have regulatory procedures at present could establish clear and efficient procedures enabling reviews of products intended for food and feed.
· Encourage establishment of criteria for recognition of third country evaluations or approvals in LLP situations, where appropriate. 

	Governments + Technology Developers
	· Provide technical and/or other assistance, as appropriate. 
· Enable simultaneous submissions and ample opportunities for engagement prior to submission of dossiers, for example, to ensure completeness of a dossier, as well as during the review process as additional questions arise.
· Facilitate development of a web-based global information database with timely updates of authorizations that is adequately accessible to regulatory officials.
· Support regional regulator-developer consultative mechanisms.

	Technology Developers
	· Plan product launches so that the likely timing of authorizations reduce asynchronous approvals; and/or, simultaneously submit dossiers to regulators in key markets, as appropriate.
· Strive to submit dossiers to as many key markets as possible, including for products intended for domestic use only that may be inadvertently commingled with exported crops, as resources allow.
